Title: Locals Benefit from the Building of a Dam at Veerayatan Vidyapeeth

To meet the water requirements of the new Veerayatan Vidyapeeth school at Jakhania on the Bhuj-Mandvi Road, an [artificial] lake named Navneet Sarovar is being created.
